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GRADE INFLATION VERY LOW IN SOUTH CONWAY COUNTY DISTRICT

The South Conway
County School District
was recently notified by
the Arkansas Depart-
ment of Education that it
is among the best in the
state in regard to grade
inflation.

Shawn Halbrook, director
of Learning Services, ex-
plained that a district’s
grade inflation is calcu-
lated by comparing the

number of students who
received a ‘B’ in a particu-
lar course and scored
proficient on the end-of-
course examination.

Superintendent Doug
Adams said that only 1.9
percent of the district’s
students who received a
‘B’ in a course failed to
become proficient, a sig-
nificant improvement
from recent years, and

the lowest of the three
school districts in the
county. The graph below
shows the districts per-
formance compared to
other districts within the
county and within our
conference.

Grade Inflation is a sta-
tistic that is closely
monitored by the state
and could, in the future,
impact a student’s abil-

ity to access Arkansas
Academic Challenge
Scholarship funds. Su-
perintendent Adams
added that the teachers
in the district do a fantas-
tic job of aligning our cur-
riculum, setting high ex-
pectations for our stu-
dents, and then teaching
those students to the
best of their ability.

Standards improves
teaching and student
learning. National Board
Certified Teachers are
highly accomplished
educators who meet high
and rigorous standards.

Like board-certified
doctors and account-
ants, teachers who
achieve National Board
Certification have met
rigorous standards
through intensive study,
expert evaluation, self-
assessment and peer
review.

In a congressionally-
mandated study, National
Board Certification was
recently recognized by
the National Research
Council as having a

positive impact on student
achievement, teacher
retention, and pro-
fessional develop-ment.
